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Sizzling Summer can cause sizzling sunburn. 

Always slip, slop, slap but if you do get sunburn,                                           

heres some useful home remedies. 

Vinegar Compress: Make a mix of ½ vinegar and ½ water, soak clean cloth in 

solution. Wring out cloth and apply on affected areas, avoid contact with eyes or 

broken skin. 

Lavender Oil; is a miraculous, natural care for sunburn. It is best to drip oil on the 

affected areas then using gentle pressure spread over the skin. In less then ½ an 

hour the pain should be gone. Reapply the oil twice a day and/or after showering. 

Helps with pain, blistering and usually stops skin from peeling. 

Aloe Vera; Use fresh aloe vera or pure aloe gel(from health food store) and apply 

to the area. Provides soothing relief, and can assist in the healing process. 

Tea Compress; Make a strong pot of tea and allow to cool to room temp. Soak a 

piece of cloth in tea, and then apply to sunburn, leave on for 15-20mins. The tannin 

in the tea relieves the burning. 

Milk Compress; soak a piece of cloth in cool milk and apply to the sunburned areas. 
Leave on for 15-20mins, follow with a tepid shower. 

Drink plenty of water on these hot sunny days and extra if you have had sun 
exposure. 

Try to avoid being out in the sun when at its strongest, arrange outdoor activities for 

early morning and late afternoons. 

Always consult your doctor in severe cases of sunburn or heat exposure, or in
